I've had an interesting time recently.
I recently went to Minatoyama Park to visit the
Yonago Castle ruins. It is kind of a long climb to
the top, but it was definitely worth it!

I thought it was
really cool that I could see both AEON Yonago
station square store and Hiezu store at the same
time.

Chicago, like Japan, has four very distinct
seasons.

As for spring, I think spring in Tottori is much
more beautifﬁl than spring in Chicago.
In Chicago, there are some flowers, but they are
mostly on the ground or on bushes. In Tottori,
many many trees erupt into bloom, bursting with
all the colors of the rainbow.  Spring in Japan is
my favorite season!

me. Summers in Chicago are often verzz hot and
humid, but summers in Tottori are even hotter and
even more humid. However, in both Chicago and
in Tottorti, it is easy to go to the beach and cool off.
